15 September 2014: Mexico - Philippines
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ODILE made landfall near Cabo San Lucas
(Baja California Sur) on 15 September at 4.45
UTC with max. sustained winds of 205 km/h
(Category 3 Hurricane). 7 000 people are
reported evacuated and shelters for up to
30 000 people have been set up.

As of 15 September 13.00 UTC local Media
reports blocked roads and power cuts in the
area.

A Hurricane Warning is in effect for the whole
southern half of the Baja California Peninsula.
In the next 24h it is forecast to weaken while
moving over the southern part of Baja
California Sur. Strong winds, storm surge and
heavy rains (150-300 mm up to 450 mm)
may affect the Baja California Peninsula.

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PHILIPPINES, CHINA, VIETNAM

Typhoon KALMAEGI (known in the Philippines as LUIS)
made landfall on 14 September in northern Luzon, causing
flash floods and landslides.

According to NDRRMC (as of 15 September), three people
were killed, another three were injured, 128 were rescued,
17 633 people were affected and displaced in northern
and central Luzon.

KALMAEGI is currently passing over the South China Sea.
It is forecast to reach the coast of eastern Hainan and
southern Guangdong early on 16 September; then
continue moving towards northern Vietnam.

Heavy rains, strong winds and storm surge may affect the
Chinese provinces of Guangdong, Hainan, Guangxi and
parts of northern Viet Nam on 16-17 September (see
map)
